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The forces acting on BC’s wine industry can be summed up 

very quickly–there is an ever-increasing quantity of higher-

quality, better-packaged, lower-priced wine aimed at our 

market. The wine business is a 90-10 equation (90 per cent 

mass-market brands, 10 per cent premium niche wines). The 

mass-production side of the equation isn’t open to us; the 

10 per cent niche is, but the competition on that avenue is 

increasingly intense. The good news is that BC is well-posi-

tioned to take advantage of the shifting of consumers’ tastes 

toward premium niche wines.

Consolidation

The trend toward corporate consolidation continues and has 

intensifi ed; it is happening in our own market. Consolidation 

is critically important because it increases pressure on small 

producers.  Big players keep getting bigger, and it can be 

difficult for a small region with high costs and limited 

production to compete. How should BC’s wine industry 

respond? By strengthening our position as a niche region 

and marketer. We have done this in recent years, but we 

have to turn global consolidation into a positive by further 

positioning our wines as a more distinctive, more interesting, 

more valuable alternative to mass-market brands. 

Grape surplus

Global oversupply of wine and the grape surplus also 

contributes to the intensely competitive environment. 

Oversupply in other markets puts pressure on our market. 

In winegrowing regions like Australia last year, many thousands 

of tons of grapes weren’t harvested because of the world 

oversupply; they left more grapes on the vine than BC’s entire 

harvest. The fruit wasn’t picked because they have huge 

inventories of wine already in the bottle. In regions closer to 

ours, like Washington and California, total grape acreage is 

expanding quickly.

A soaring dollar

The strengthening of the Canadian dollar guarantees that 

imports will become cheaper in our market. Historically, the 

loonie has been weak against the euro; now, countries like 

Spain and Italy, formerly known for large volumes of low-

quality wine, are making good quality wines for cheap and 

are exporting them aggressively, and the stronger Canadian 

dollar contributes to this trend.

Global and local wine trends 

“My favourites and some of the most interesting wines being grown in the province are the Alsatian 
varietals and Alsatian-styled wines including Riesling, Pinot Auxerrois, Pinot Gris and Blanc, Ehrenfelser, and 
Gewurztraminer. The macroclimate of the mountain-cradled, lake-moderated landscape of the Okanagan 

Valley produces very naturally balanced wines. This makes them very versatile with many types of food.”

Wine Trends
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The new whites

The global pendulum is swinging back to white wines, and 

stylistically, the new whites are lighter, crisper, more refreshing, 

more relaxed, less formal, and more fun. Globally, the most 

fashionable wines are Riesling and Riesling-like wines, as well 

as Sauvignon Blanc (typically in a screw-top) and Pinot Gris. 

The prevailing theme is ‘less is more’. (In 1999, pinot gris plantings 

in California were essentially zero; today there are over 7,000 

acres, more than BC’s total amount of vines). Lighter white 

wines from warm climates are increasingly popular, and this is 

good for BC; we have been making light and fresh and lively 

wines for many years. With Australia now trying to be like 

New Zealand, there is no one better positioned than BC to 

benefi t from this trend. 

The packaging revolution

Along with the stylistic shift away from bigger wines to 

lighter wines, from stuffy wines to fun wines, the same sort 

of revolution is going on in packaging. Our competitors are 

transforming the image of wine. New Zealand, for example, 

will soon be very close to 100-per-cent screw top. Many BC 

wineries are following that trend. There are ultra-fashionable 

wines in Europe being sold in crown caps. In some markets, 

bottles themselves could become old-fashioned; Three 

Thieves is one of the US’s trendiest wines, and is sold in 

Tetrapaks. It’s cheap, it’s good and it’s trendy. BC does not 

produce that volume of wine, and niche producers in BC are 

unlikely to sell their wine in Tetrapaks, but the trend is there.

Wine importers in our backyard

Also important to note, in terms of the local market: BC has 

long been regarded by wine importing regions and countries 

as a highly desirable market and an important test market 

because they know BC consumers are very open-minded. 

Those regions have marketing dollars to spend and their 

ability to penetrate markets is strong. New Zealand, South 

Africa, Spain, California, Washington, and recently, France; all 

are more active in our market than they were before. Their 

promotions are slick and they have wine to sell.

The numbers show that the gap between Canadian non-VQA 

and BC VQA market share is narrowing. However, combined 

market share of the categories has been maintained, even 

increasing slightly over the last two years from 43.31 per 

cent to 43.89 per cent. The Australian category growth rate 

has slowed signifi cantly; last year at this time, Australia was 

experiencing a growth trend of 36 per cent as compared to 

the current trend of 14 per cent. South Africa, Spain and New 

Zealand, although small categories, are experiencing strong 

growth. This is a good trend for BC because it indicates that 

consumers are moving towards small niche varietal wines, 

similar to the kind of wines we produce.

VQA Stores Update

  We have 20 stores in operation. One store license is outstanding, and the BCWI is considering options for that license 

which will showcase our world-class wine and culinary industries leading up to and after the 2010 Winter Olympics.

  Total VQA store sales in dollars were $14,925,653 (March 2006 year-to-date), up 21 per cent over the same period last year.  

 The month of December was a record month with total sales of $2,199,247.

  We repeatedly encouraged members to supply VQA stores with as much product as possible, along with the consistent 

message that VQA stores are a strong distribution channel that offers an extensive selection and personal service to 

consumers, which translates into consumer loyalty and increased sales.

  A new VQA wine stores logo was developed, an important step to raising consumer awareness of BC VQA wine stores 

and aligning the stores with the BC VQA brand.  The marketing team designed a trade show booth for the VQA stores 

to be used at various wine events. It was launched at the Vancouver International Playhouse Wine Festival in March to 

promote the stores to consumers.

Category Update

BC VQA wine sales have risen every year since Vintners Quality Alliance became BC’s wine standard. The sales 
increase in 2005/06 was one of the healthiest since VQA was established in 1990.

BC vintners making high-quality wines from a 
smaller 2005 crop

Wineries are excited about the quality of the 2005 vintage, 

which is partly a result of yields being down an average 

of 15.3 per cent, to 14,084 short tons from 16,642 in 2004. 

“Quality looks exceptional across the board,” commented 

Mark Sheridan, director of vineyard operations for Vincor, 

the Okanagan’s largest wine producer. With generally fi ne 

weather throughout the 2005 season and improvements in 

viticultural and winemaking techniques, lovers of BC VQA 

wine are anticipating high quality wines — although they 

may be in short supply.

Richard Cleave, owner of R&R Vineyard Management and a 

long-time Okanagan grapegrower, stated that “quality was 

extremely high and 2005 could be one of the best vintages 

yet.  We had beautiful weather through harvest, with no 

frost, and the later maturing varieties were left to hang until 

early November.” Tom Di Bello, winemaker at CedarCreek 

Estate Winery, (Canada’s Winery of the Year in 2005), was 

particularly pleased with the Pinot Noir, which he described 

as “super-high quality”. These types of comments were 

repeated all around the Valley.

Winemakers from the vineyards in the central and northern 

parts of the Okanagan Valley also expressed considerable 

excitement about the quality of the aromatic white varietals. 

Quails’ Gate winemaker Grant Stanley described 2005 as “an 

excellent year for natural acids in Riesling and Chenin Blanc,” 

allowing him to follow his preferred non-interventionist 

winemaking techniques with minimal additions during 

fermentation. Stanley said the 2005 Chenin Blanc is one of 

the best he has produced. “The cooler season of 2005 has 

given the wine excellent natural acidity and exuberant bright 

limey and mineral fl avours. Chenin Blanc is a varietal that is 

perfect for our short but hot growing season. In an effort to 

build complexity in the wine, there is a small barrel-fermented 

portion, a technique used to enhance the palate weight 

without compromising the delicate fruit.”

Mark Wendenburg, winemaker at Sumac Ridge, says this 

year’s vintage is another in a long series of excellent Okanagan 

vintages. “The long hot summer days resulted in intensely 

fl avoured wines,” says Wendenberg. “For example, the 2005 

Gewürztraminer is fi lled with lychee, Muscat and spicy notes, 

a hint of sweetness on the palate and a long, lingering fi nish.” 

Winemakers were ecstatic about the quality of the 2005 

Shiraz and Bordeaux red varieties. Tom Di Bello described the 

Shiraz as “gorgeous and certainly better than 2004,” and Mark 

Sheridan categorically stated that the Shiraz was “world-class.”

These comments may come as a surprise to British Columbians, 

who will remember the summer of 2005 as cooler than the 

previous two summers. Indeed, weather data from Vincor 

shows that in 2005, the average temperature was three per 

cent cooler than 2003 and 2004. However, Vincor’s data 

also show that temperatures in 2005 were still 3.5 per cent 

warmer than average temperatures recorded between 1961 

and 1990, and British Columbians may have become accus-

tomed to unusually hot summers. In 2005, Vincor recorded 

1,495 total degree days, signifi cantly lower than the 1,682 

degree days recorded in 2003. 

The winter of 2004/2005 in the Okanagan was moderate 

with no major vine damage reported. Spring was cooler than 

usual, but the summer was quite warm. At Vincor’s Osoyoos 

vineyard they recorded 378 degree days for July 2005 and 367 

in August 2005, which were above the respective averages 

of 366 and 347 recorded between 1961 and 1990. Overall 

precipitation was similar to other years but June was wetter 

than normal and this affected fl owering and fruit set. October 

was frost-free, enabling growers to pick at will.

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As a result of wet weather during fl owering, bunch weights 

were lighter than usual and berries smaller than average. 

Midge Wyse of Burrowing Owl Vineyards noted that 

“production is down considerably, particularly on Pinot Gris.” 

However, some varieties and growers were affected more 

than others, and CedarCreek said that total tonnage was 

“on target”. 

The lower yields in 2005 is assisting winemakers with wine 

quality. “Yields were reduced by nature and we did not have 

to drop much crop at veraison,” said Grant Stanley at Quails’ 

Gate. With some blocks of Pinot Noir coming in at under 

two tons per acre, there are deep colors and high levels of 

concentration in the wines. The reduced crop size assisted 

growers to achieve full maturity, and Brix levels at harvest 

were as high as 26.2 on Vincor’s Merlot vineyard in Osoyoos.

The 2005 harvest began seven to ten days later than in 2004, 

with most aromatic whites picked between September 15 and 

30. Late maturing red varietals were left to hang until the end 

of October with Quails’ Gate picking the last of their Cabernet 

Sauvignon on November 5. 

The Icewine harvest got underway during a cold snap on 

December 6 and 7 when temperatures plunged to minus 

13 °C in parts of the Okanagan. The relatively early harvest 

was welcomed by Icewine producers. Sumac Ridge’s Mark 

Wendenburg noted “yields were higher because we harvested 

in early December, with Brix levels reaching 45, and the 

weather staying cold for two to three days which took the 

pressure off winemakers and allowed for presses to operate 

during daylight.” Another cold snap in late February allowed 

another harvesting session. The total reported tonnage for 

the season was 253.4 tons.

2005 was an uneventful year for vineyard pests and diseases. 

Richard Cleave noted that “there was light pressure on 

diseases because growers sprayed early after the rain in June.” 

Grant Stanley noted no serious disease issues and continued 

to practice aggressive leaf removal during cooler vintages in 

order to open the canopy and reduce the necessity for sprays.

The dramatic growth in sales of BC wines combined with 

the smaller crop size has created pressure on grape supply. 

“The spot market for grapes was almost non-existent, and 

if you could fi nd grapes they were usually very expensive,” 

remarked Mark Sheridan. Grape prices continue to remain 

high. During harvest there was a scramble for grapes to make 

up for the smaller crop. It is hoped that the large number of 

new plantings will ease pressure on grape supply. This may 

be optimistic given the timeframes for vineyards to come 

on-stream and the strong growth in BC wines sale, now just 

below $134 million per year.
